5. Installation

For maximum loading capacity, shelf anchors should be mounted directly to wall studs,
which are generally found on 16" centers. Prior to drilling all holes, check to be sure that
the shelf anchor is vertically level.

Attach one end of the shelf anchor to wall stud by fastening one screw (provided) through
the screw hole on the end. Position the shelf anchor and level. Attach the other end of the
shelf anchor to wall stud by fastening one screw (provided) through the screw hole on the
opposite end. Fasten screws in remaining holes.

Center shelf in anchor and push into anchor to lock in place.
